ON GOING ASSIGNMENT - Reading and Responding 
On 6 (Six) separate sheets, complete each of the following (Google Classroom):
· Cover Page – Design the cover to reflect the themes, characters or plot of the book. The book’s title needs to be part of the design. (Do not use the book’s existing cover; you must design your own.)  
· Significant Quotes ~ Take 7 quotes directly from your book.  Explain to me why they are significant and why you thought they were worth writing down.  Write down the page the quote was taken from and discuss what is happening during this quote.
· Research the author ~ Find out everything you can. List all other works by the same author and any works that have been created into movies or TV shows. (Cite your sources). 
· Vocabulary Enrichment ~ List 25 – 30 new and interesting words from your book.  Give the page number and define each word.  Also, give synonyms (other words that could be used instead of this one.) 
· Discussion Questions ~ Create up to 10 solid, engaging questions that you could use to discuss the novel with the author.

· Character Analysis: Explain the main character in great detail.  Use quotations/ examples from the novel as you complete your character analysis.
Written Response – Choose 1 (one) of the following 
Obituary for a Character – Just like in the newspaper, create an obituary for a particular character.  This should describe their life, works, accomplishments, family, friends, etc.

Retelling a Scene - Pick a scene and retell the events from a different character’s perspective. Identify the scene, the character and how the scene is different in your retelling. Now imagine you have entered the mind of that other character. You can write the scene as if you are that character recounting the events. You may want to use dialogue. 

Alternative Ending - Write an alternative ending to your novel.  Try to maintain consistency with the author's style. You must actually write the ending and not simply describe it.
Advice Column – Describe one of the problems faced by a character and write advice for him/her.  You may choose to be serious or humorous.  Use the letter format common to newspaper advice columns, where the person with the problem writes for advice and the advisor writes back.  Often, the person seeking advice “disguises” his or her name with a descriptive name associated with the problem. 
Artistic Response – Choose 1 (one) of the following 
Comic Strip – Create a 7-8 frame comic strip that pertains to your book.  This could be something funny that happened to the character or a spoof on the harshness of the setting.  Whatever works for you.

Make a mobile – This could be based on any part of your book.  Try to make an exciting presentation that even a baby would be dazzled by!
Front Page News – Create the front paged of a newspaper that tells about events and characters in the book you just read.  The newspaper page might include weather reports, an editorial, and editorial cartoons, etc.  The title should be something appropriate to the book.

Timeline – Create an illustrated timeline of the major events in the novel.  Make your own drawings or uses computer art and include approximate dates if exact ones cannot be obtained.

Mapping the Setting - On a separate piece of paper, draw a map of the setting in your book.  Label all the important places.  Make a key explaining the symbols.  Explain your map.  (This option cannot be selected if your book already has such a map).

Travel Brochure - Design a travel brochure for the book you read.  Include a heading/title, pictures, a map, vivid descriptions, a list of things to do, interesting facts that relate to your novel, and historical information relating to your book. 
Spoken Response – Choose 1 (one) of the following 
Sell it!  - Pretend you are a publicist for the book that you’ve read.  Write a 1 ½ minute speech that will persuade other students that they should read the book.  Writing and speaking persuasively will be especially difficult if you didn’t like the book.

Reconstruct a Scene – Pick a scene from the book and tell the events from the character’s perspective.  Become that character and explain an event that happened in their/your life.

Sing it/Play it – Sing/play a song written by you, that represents some aspect of your book.  
Book Talk – Do a mini book talk.  Explain the author, your favorite scene, a brief summary (don’t give away the ending), read a passage from the novel and explain why you chose to share that part. This should be at least 10 minutes long.
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
